No student shall graduate without having successfully completed a course of instruction of a least
one semester in length on the institutions, branches, and functions of the government of the state
of Missouri, including local governments; the United States government, and the electoral

process.

Students wishing to better prepare or accelerate should complete more courses than minimum
requirements. A four-year program of at least 26 units is recommended.
