NJROTC Curriculum Description

NAVAL SCIENCE 1

PURPOSE:  To introduce students to the meaning of citizenship, the elements of leadership, and the value of scholarship in attaining life goals; promote an awareness of the importance of a healthy lifestyle, including physical fitness, a proper diet, and controlling stress; drug awareness; provide the principles of health and first aid, geography and survival skills and an overview of Naval ships and aircraft.  These elements are pursued at the fundamental level.

COURSE CONTENT:  Includes introduction to the NJROTC program; introduction to Leadership, Citizenship and the American Government; introduction to Wellness, Fitness, and First Aid to include diet, exercise and drug awareness, introduction to Geography, Orienteering, Survival and Map Reading Skills; Financial Skills and introduction to the U. S. Navy.

NAVAL SCIENCE 2

PURPOSE:  To build on the general introduction provided in Naval Science 1, to further develop the traits of citizenship and leadership, and to introduce cadets to the technical areas of naval science and the role of the U. S. Navy in maritime history and the vital importance of the world’s oceans to the continued well-being of the United States.

COURSE CONTENT:  Includes ongoing instruction into Leadership; introduction to Maritime History, including the American Revolution, Civil War, the rise of the U. S. to world power status, World Wars 1 and 2, the Cold War Era and the 1990s and Beyond; introduction to Nautical Sciences to include Maritime Geography, Oceanography, Meteorology, Astronomy, and Physical Sciences. 

NAVAL SCIENCE 3

PURPOSE:  Broaden the understanding of students in the operative principles of military leadership, the concept and significance of teamwork, the intrinsic value of good order and discipline in the accomplishment of objectives, and the importance of sea power and national security.  Students gain a more in-depth knowledge of Naval ships and aircraft and an introduction to marine navigation and seamanship.

COURSE CONTENT:  Includes instruction in Sea Power and National Security, Naval Operations and Support Functions, Military Law, and International Law and the Sea.  Provides introduction to Ship Construction and Damage Control, Shipboard Organization and Watch Standing, Basic Seamanship, Marine Navigation, and Naval Weapons and Aircraft.  Ongoing instruction in leadership, citizenship and discipline.

NAVAL SCIENCE 4

PURPOSE:  Focused primarily on practical leadership techniques and implementation.  The intent is to assist seniors in understanding leadership and improving their leadership skills by putting them in positions of leadership, under supervision, then helping them analyze the reasons for their varying degrees of success throughout the year.  Classroom activities include seminars, reading assignments, classroom presentations, and practical work with younger cadets.  Seniors are mentored/guided in their preparation for life after high school to include college preparation, scholarship applications, and the variety of choices that are available to them.

COURSE CONTENT:  Includes instruction in theoretical and applied aspects of leadership, training, and evaluation of performance.  Students will become aware of the techniques used to create motivation, develop goals and activities for a work group, and the proper ways to set a leadership example.  Students are provided access to ACT/SAT prep courses, guidance in selecting a college and pursuing available scholarships, and mentoring in establishing long range life goals.
Textbooks will be provided for each NJROTC class.
Classroom Rules

You, and only you, are responsible for your actions.

You must be in your seat and ready to work when the tardy bell rings.  

Only one person will speak in the classroom at one time whether it is the instructor or a cadet. 

Arrive to class with all materials required including books, planner, pen/pencil, and paper.  
Cadets will sit upright with their feet on the floor.

Observe rules of common courtesy.

You are responsible for your own materials.

No gum chewing allowed in uniform.

Acknowledge each other when conversing with “yes” and “no” not “yeah” or “nah”.

Respect the property of others by not touching any equipment or material unless permission is granted.

Do not enter the instructors’ office without permission.
Violations of classroom rules could result in exercise such as push-ups, 
sit-ups, eight count body builders, or other exercise at the instructor’s discretion.

Consequence for Severe Behavior (repeated disruptions, fighting, cursing, assault, verbal abuse of teacher) will result in removal from the classroom and an immediate referral to an administrator.

Weekly Schedule
The normal weekly activities schedule for NJROTC is as follows:


Monday – Classroom Activity (Academic/Drill)

Tuesday – Physical Fitness (PT)/Drill/Uniform Preparation

Wednesday – Uniform Inspection/Uniform Preparation

Thursday –Physical Fitness Training (PT/Drill)

Friday – Classroom Activity (Academic/Drill)
Uniform

The NJROTC uniform will be worn all day every Wednesday by all cadets.  On other occasions the uniform will be worn as prescribed by the Senior Naval Science Instructor (parades, ceremonies, drills).  Wearing the uniform should be a matter of personal pride.  

The uniform is an important element in the morale, pride, discipline, and effectiveness of the NJROTC program at Willard High School.  It is important for cadets to maintain a high standard of dress and personal appearance.  The key elements are neatness, cleanliness, safety, and military image.

You are obligated to wear the uniform properly and proudly, and in doing so, you uphold the dignity of your NJROTC unit, fellow cadets, and yourself.  Uniform articles must not be worn with other civilian clothing nor should they be loaned to others.  Cadets are not authorized to wear the uniform to events not associated or planned by the SNSI and/or NSI. 
Appropriate wearing of the uniform requires hair for young men be neat in appearance with no hair touching the ear, young women hair not touching the shirt collar (long hair can be placed up in a bun displayed neatly).  Hair touching the ears or collar on male cadets during uniform inspection days will result with the loss of 50 points for that inspection. Haircut requirements are outlined in the cadet reference manual that is issued to each cadet in the NJROTC program.
Uniforms shall be kept clean, neat and in good repair.  Insignia and devices shall be bright and free from tarnish and corrosion.

Cadets are responsible for the maintenance and accountability of their uniforms.  Cadets will be charged for any uniform item that is lost or damaged due to neglect.  Uniforms must be professionally dry cleaned prior to being returned.  Keep them in the plastic covering and bring the receipt as proof of cleaning.  The school office will be informed of any charges for uniform items and/or cleaning.

Failure to wear the uniform on the designated uniform day will result in a grade of ZERO weighed at 100 points for that inspection. You must regularly wear the uniform to pass this course.  

If a cadet is absent from school on a uniform day (usually Wednesdays), the cadet must wear his/her uniform (for grade) the next school day after returning to school or reschedule their uniform day with the SNSI / NSI or receive a zero.

Additionally, there will be two evening events for Awards and Promotion during the school year worth 300 points each.  Cadets will be required to help with the Willard NJROTC annual drill meet and shooting match (November 1st and 2nd) worth 300 points. Attendance is mandatory and the uniform must be worn.  Plenty of advance notice will be given for the events.

Homework
At times it is necessary to assign homework for a variety of reasons, but very little traditional type homework is assigned in NJROTC.  Some examples of homework that may be assigned are listed below.

Preparing uniforms for weekly inspection is homework and should be viewed as such by

cadets.  

Researching current events for presentation to the class.

Completing an assignment that was not finished during class time.

Physical Fitness Training (PT)
We will conduct physical fitness training (PT) at least two days each week.  Cadets will be issued a Navy Cadet PT uniform if they need one.  The cadet must change into Navy PT gear (Gym shorts, sweat pants and t-shirt) failure to change will result in a 50 point deduction in the cadets grade for that day.  Cadets are required to wash their PT uniform at least weekly to ensure they stay clean.  Only a note from a doctor or the school nurse will excuse cadets from participating in PT. It is the cadets responsibility to set up with the SNSI/NSI to make up missing a day of PT or receive a zero for the day missed.

Group Practical Application

Talking, copying, or cheating in any way will result in a grade of zero.  Cadets who allow others to cheat from their assignments or tests will also receive a zero.  Likewise, any cadet who knows about cheating but does nothing to inform the instructors will receive a zero.  This policy is in keeping with the Navy honor code: “I will not lie, cheat, or steal nor will I tolerate those that do.” 

It is your responsibility to get your missed assignments before or after school, not during class.  You will be given a maximum of five (5) days to make up assignments, except at the end of the quarter when less than five days remain.

Learning strategies include:


Class discussion, lecture, research, films, projects, team activities, reports, review games, practical application, simulations, testing, and computer games.

Grades are posted daily.  

Makeup grades are posted upon completion.
Sports Physicals

Sports physicals are required to be eligible for a PT ribbon which can be earned when the cadets take the Navy physical fitness test twice each school year.  Additionally sports physicals are required if a cadet is are going to be on the drill team, color guard, PT team or shooting team.  The sports physicals should be completed as soon as possible, but must be completed before a cadet can compete at a drill meet or shooting match.  Each school year all cadets are required to complete and return a NJROTC Health Risk Screening Questionnaire and Navy Standard Release form.  These two forms must be turned in by Aug. 30 or earlier if a cadet is going on a trip.
Cadets selected to attend Basic Leadership Training or Leadership Academy must have a current sports physical.  

Again, to emphasis, because some drill meets also have athletic competitions as a part of the event, a sports physical is required for participation on the NJROTC Drill Team, Physical Fitness Team and Rifle Team.  If a cadet’s sports physical does not allow strenuous physical activity, he/she may still participate with the drill team provided they have no physical limitations that would prevent him/her from performing normal drill activities.

Extracurricular Activities
The following activities are considered to be extracurricular.

Academic Team

Color Guard

Drill Team

Physical Fitness Team

Rifle Team

Participation in any of the JROTC extracurricular activities is optional.  Those cadets who wish to participate, or may in the future desire to participate, in any JROTC extracurricular activity (or any other school activity) must sign up for the Willard R-2 School District’s mandated random drug testing pool.  

Cadets may be declared ineligible by the NJROTC instructors for conduct unbecoming of a cadet.  The nine week/progress report (end of 1st Quarter) will be used to determine eligibility for the remainder of the first semester.  The first semester grade report will be used to determine eligibility for the remainder of the school year.  
A Willard High School NJROTC Varsity Letter (“W”) will be awarded for participation with the Color Guard, Drill Team, and Rifle Team.  To be eligible, a cadet must meet the following criteria:


Attend 90 percent of all practices


Compete in 90 percent of all competitions

Maintain a “B” average in NJROTC and meet MHSAA standards for all subjects
Shoot a composite score of 230 (rifle team).

Join within two weeks of the start of practice for any letter eligible team unless previous arrangements have been made with instructor.
Academics, attendance, and conduct are all factors that the Senior Naval Science Instructor will consider do determine those cadets eligible to attend either Basic Leadership Training (BLT) or Leadership Academy (LA).
