Academic Honesty Code for Science Classes 
At Willard High School our mission is to create learning for all through total commitment to accountability and teamwork.  To accomplish this, students should develop a positive attitude toward learning and put forth their best effort to acquire the highest quality of education possible.  I encourage all students to achieve with academic honesty and personal integrity.  To promote academic honesty in my classroom I have established the following code:

Homework:

Homework is a valuable tool used to reinforce newly introduced concepts.  Each student must complete his or her own homework in order to receive this reinforcement. However, this does not mean students cannot consult with each other when having difficulty with a particular problem.

Homework code violations may include but are not limited to the following:

· Copying or paraphrasing any part of another person’s homework

· Allowing someone else to copy or paraphrase any part of your homework

· Receiving help on an assignment that was meant to be completed individually

· Using any electronic device to gain unfair advantage

Tests:

Tests are used to evaluate a student’s progress in a course.  This is an individual evaluation and is based on personal knowledge of the subject matter.

Test code violations may include but are not limited the following:

· Giving test answers or questions to another student in your class or another class (either verbal or written)

· Receiving test answers or questions from another student in your class or another class (either verbal or written)

· Copying someone’s answers

· Allowing someone to copy your answers

· Using or possessing cheat cheats of any type

· Deliberately choosing to miss a class on test day to avoid taking the test

· Using any electronic device to gain unfair and unapproved advantage on a test

Labs

In science, the laboratory experience is vital for student understanding.  In most cases you will be working with a lab partner and will be sharing some of the experimental data but the remainder of the lab report is to be completed on an individual basis.

Lab Violations may include but are not limited to the following:

· Corrupting another person’s data

· Using another person’s conclusions or auxiliary data (graphs, charts, tables etc) as your own work

· Falsifying lab data

Penalties for any of the above violations may include but are not limited to any of the following:

· First offense –No credit or zero on the assignment and 1 day ISS (principal decision – see handbook)

· Second offense – No credit or zero on the assignment and 2 days ISS (principal decision-see handbook)

· Third offense – No credit or zero on the assignment and 3 days OSS (principal decision – see handbook)

· Notification of parents/guardian, principal, counselor, NHS advisor, or any coach, sponsor, or advisor of a student’s involvement.

If repeated violations to these standards occur, a request will be made to the administration that the student involved not be given credit for this course.
