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Chapters 19, 20, and 21 describe different types of resources that are or could be used as an energy resource.  The students will be divided up into three groups and assigned one of those chapters to present.  Each student will have a specific aspect of the presentation that they will be responsible for and will make up approximately 2/3rd of their grade on the project.  The other 1/3rd will come from the mechanics of the presentation that all students are required to participate with as a group.  Failure to participate in the project, poor attendance, poor behavior, and/or poor work effort will result in a ZERO on the project.  Each student will be required to do a peer evaluation of their group’s effort and of individual student’s effort in the success of the project.  The following timeline will be followed:

The following questions should be answered in the presentation:

1)  How is or could the energy resource could be used by society?


2) What is the source of the energy resource?


3) How is the energy resource produced and/or manufactured to make it useable?


4) What is required for it to reach the consumer?


5) What are the “pros” of the energy resource?


6) What are the “cons” of the energy resource?


7) What are the politics of the energy resource?


8) What does the future look like for the energy resource?

The presentation should follow the following guidelines:


1) Answers to the questions for each energy source.


2) Pictures of uses, sources, concerns, etc.

3) No smaller than 20 font used and less than 30 words per slide



- more slides are better than fewer slides with too much information


4) Should include an introduction and a slide listing the group members and what they contributed to 

the project.


5) Presentation is organized and flows well


6) Presenters speak clearly and address the class

*Individual Effort Multiplier allows me to adjust a students grade based on that students performance on their assigned task only and not be influenced by the poor performance of another student.  This allows me to take into account the variety of ways the chapters could have been divided up to complete their task.  Your score on the portion of the presentation you were responsible for will be weighted to reflect the total number of points possible for that portion of the project.  For example, if you earned 20 of the 25 points possible on your part, you will get 0.80 * 50 = 40 points (out 0f 50 possible) for that part of the project.
