







	Show Teacher Screen – the student screen becomes a copy of the teacher’s screen.  Useful if you don’t want to be tied to the SMART board.  

Blank All Screens – each student screen goes blank, mouse and keyboard lock, etc.  A good way to get kids’ attention focused on you for clarifications or further instruction.

Limit Web – You can turn off all web browsing, or limit students to a particular web page (like Google Docs, for example).  Should probably be the default unless students are doing research, etc.

Limit Applications – Can disable all applications (Word, Powerpoint, other installed programs) so students can’t be doing what you don’t want them to do.

I suggest having your own Moodle course open in one window, and watching the video in another, side by side, like this.

Setting up quizzes for your students is one of the best things you can do in Moodle.  Moodle supports a variety of different types of quiz questions, including multiple choice, true/false, short answer, and even essay.  Subjective quizzes are a bit harder to set up, but objective questions are a snap.  Moodle grades the quizzes automatically and you can view a wide variety of reports based on quiz results.

Another Moodle feature is the ability to allow students to create blogs.  A blog (short for “web log”) can be used as a student journal, to turn in work, etc.  Keep in mind that blogs are publicly viewable by all other members of a course, so don’t consider any blog private.
