Response includes a text based answer about author’s message, a section from the passage that best shows this, OR provides one detail from the article for support the author’s message.

1 Point
Response includes a text based answer about author’s message.
0 Points
Response includes non text based answer, a random detail from the story, or is left blank.

Examples of 3 point response:

· The author’s message is that Disney distorted the facts of Pocahontas’ life.  The section that best shows this is where Rolfe took an interest in her when she was a prisoner and married her.  This shows, like Disney, she seemed to be taken advantage of her whole life.  It makes us feel sorry for her. 

· The author’s message is that he is angry that Disney misrepresented Pocahontas’ life.  The section that best represents this is where Chief Roy Crazy Horse writes about how Smith only told the story of his rescue by Pocahontas 17 years after it happened.  This makes Smith’s story hard to believe. 
Examples of a 2 point response:

· The message of the author seems to be that Disney wasn’t truthful with its depiction of Pocahontas in its movie.  The author does this best when he says, “Disney improves upon smith’s fib it by changing Pocahontas from a little girl to a young woman.
· The author’s message seems to be that Disney misrepresented Pocahontas.  He shows this at the beginning of the passage when he writes that Pocahontas wasn’t even her real name.  She was actually Matoaka.
Examples of a 1 point response:

· The author’s message is he is angry at Disney.
· The message of the author is he thinks Disney lied about Pocahontas.
Examples of a 0 point response:

· The message of the author is that he likes Disney movies.
· She saved John Smith from death in 1607.
