	In 1907, nearly ten years after The Wreck of the Titan was written, two men began making plans to build a real Titanic ship.  At a London dinner party, as they relaxed over coffee and cigars, J. Bruce Ismay, president of the White Star Line of passenger ships, and Lord Pirrie, chairman of Harland & Wolff Shipbuilders, discussed the plan to build three enormous ocean liners.  Their goal was to give the White Star Line a competitive edge in the Atlantic passenger trade with several gigantic ships whose accommodations would be the last word in comfort and elegance.
	The two men certainly dreamed on a grand scale.  When these floating palaces were finally built, they were so much bigger than other ships that new docks had to be built on each side of the Atlantic to service them.  Four years after that London dinner party, the first of these huge liners, the Olympic, safely completed her maiden voyage.
