Response included is incorrect, unrelated to the text, or the answer is left blank.  

Examples of a 3 point response:

· The author believes that wearing a seat belt is important.  I know this because the article says seat belts save over 10,000 lives a year and he gives you the top four reasons why you should wear your seat belt.  

· The author believes a seat belt can save your life.  I know this because he says that people that wear their seat belts are not thrown into another person or ejected from the vehicle, and people who wear seat belts are less likely to strike the steering wheel or windshield.

Examples of a 2 point response:

· The author believes wearing your seat belt is important.  I know this because he asks the question, “Did you know that seat belts are the most effective means of reducing fatalities and serious injuries in a traffic crash?” at the beginning of the passage.  

· The author believes that even if you have air bags you should still wear your seat belt.  The author says “Front seat driver and passenger side air bags only work in frontal crashes…”

Examples of a 1 point response:

· The author thinks everyone should wear a seat belt when they are in a car.

· The author thinks that toddlers should travel in child safety seats.

Examples of a 0 point response:

· The author thinks that seat belts cramp your style.

· The author thinks that seat belts are not important.
